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Entries in this diary do compare to entries in a diary written by Angelina that was in the Manuscript Collection at the University of Iowa

The transcriber of Angelina’s diary comments that Grove may be Big Grove, later known as Solon
April 1, 1845  Help Father fix floor, commence threshing wheat, froze last night, were hard rails.  Cold.

April 5  Threshing since the 1st, finish oats today and returned to City, Angelina went with me.  Cold, windy except the ___.

April 7  Make feed trough, attend election.  Wm haul sand with 5 loads stone P.M. 4 loads.  Plesant day but very cold north wind.  Froze all day.  Sent letter to Lyne O.  Cold strong south wind.

April 9  Wm haul stone 8 loads.  Warm sun but cool wind.  Much stir in town about Mormons up the r.  Sheriff has a writ and has some more 45 men to help since it ____.  The complaint the Iowa R. that their leaders had take possession of all the property and were nearly starving the rest.

April 10  This morning the company started for the Mormon encampment.  Warm day.  Wm haul 7 loads of stone.  Nine came over from Mr. Davey’s clearing on to my lot.

April 11  Warm day.  Wm haul 7 loads stone.  Attend prayer meeting at 4 o’clock P.M.  Preaching evening.  Presbytery in session these days.

April 16  Haul stone 8 loads, one load water.  Wm work at home.  Warm, plesant, getting quite green.  Popple leaves out so as to make trees green.

April 17  Make singles.  Wm haul stone 8 loads, 1 load lumber.  Warm plesant, fine breeze.  

April 18  Make shingles.  Wm haul 6 loads stone.  Called? Have horse P.M.  Go to Grove.  McGrew fetch me potaty?  Cold showering.

April 19  Commence shingling house.  Wm plough garden for Holmes.  P.M.  Warm plesant.  John came down.

April 20  Sabbath.  Stranger preach.  Plesant day.

April 21  Shingling.  Wm hauled 9 load stone.  Light horses.

April 22  Finish one side of roof.  Wm went to Grove.  Rain hard last night.  Showers today.

April 23  Haul stone 8 loads.  Bro Clark & family came to city.  Plesant day.  Stop night at Holmes.

April 24  Writing letters.  Rainy day, strong east wind.  Cold.

April 25  Rainy A.M.  Haul stone P.M.  5 loads.  Cold west wind.

April 26  Haul 7 loads stone.  Went to Grove night with Bro John.  Plesant day.  

Margin:  Haul 92 loads stone for church.

April 27  Sabbath.  Attend meeting at Bro McGrews, Mr. McVey preach.  Plesant day.

April 28  Harrowing in oats & wheat A.M.  Plough P.M.  Cold, cloudy.

May 13  Framed timber & haul it to town.  Wm help.  Wm went to Grove P.M.  Strong south wind & dry & dusty P.M.  Thunder show last night.  Clear day.

May 14  Write to Dr. Alden of Randolph Mass.  A.M.  Haul wheat for Murray P.M.  Go to Grove night.  Cold.  Strong west wind.

May 15  Plant corn.  Plesant, frost last night.

May 16  Plant corn A.M.  Go to City P.M.  Father & Mother go also.  Circle around sun.  Go to mill & to get fish.  Get none, returned to City.

May 17  Go to look at Mr. Smith’s claim to purchase.  Father returned to Grove, get grist and returned in night.  Appearance of rain.

May 18  Sabbath.  Mr. Patterson preach.  Very warm.  Plesant.
May 19  Make wagon shed.  Wm help.  Plesant.  Cool.

May 20  Go to city.  Cool.

May 21  Settle with Mr. Andrews.  Trustees agree to build house, meeting room of stone.  Returned to Grove P.M.  Mr. James Clark arrived at Solon this afternoon from Indiana with family.  Less cool.

May 22  Making out fields of land.  Go to Mr. Wilson’s evening.  Cold with wind.

May 23  Get wagons & buggy time set.  Went to city.  Plesant.  Pick handful strawberries.

May 24  Getting ready to go to Ohio.  Go to City evening.  Plesant cool.  Very cold riding at midnight.

May 25  Sabbath, plesant.  Margin:  Sent letter to Mr. E. Clark & Mr. L. Barton?

May 26  Started for Ohio with $15.08 cash & $3.80 paper.  $2.88? to bear expenses.  Went to Bloomington 32 miles, Wyoming 7.  Stop night at Nathan, a rough tavern 39 miles.  Plesant day.

May 27  To Ill City 4 m, Crowells on Mill Creek 28, ___ 22 m. about noon, then came up a horrendous gale of wind and rain blowing fences, lumber, shingles, dirt all before it.  It carried me out of my course & I ran to a house.
May 28  To Andover 18.  Hills in ? Oak Grove 30 m.  Hulls, family of Brothers and Sisters.  English people very neat.  Charge for housekeeping lodge & breakfast for two 37 ½ cts.  Rain last night, stormy today.
May 29  To French Grove 6, Princeton 14.  Princeton has improved a good deal within the last 3 years.  Several good brick buildings, a fine brick courthouse.  Peru 20 m.  [Several unreadable lines in pencil]  50 miles ___ Cold morning wear overcoat all day & walk good deal.

May 30  Froze water 8th to ¼ in thick last night in town.  To Cotarsay 5, stay Tavern (Liston) 22.  Harponds 5 32 miles.  Plesant day.

June 7  P.M. to Auburn ½, Bements 5 ½:  12 miles.  Very warm.  Traveled this week 170 miles.  Expence $2.15 including expence of Salz.  Two nights no chg.  Lay by one day & ½ visiting friends.  Rough road the last 60 miles.
June 8  Bements in Ia.  Sabbath.  Very severe thunder shower.  P.M. rain hard.

June 9  To Clarksville 13, Canton? Tomorrow & Dutchmans 11:  32 mi.
