June 3, 1839

Dear Sir 
I have just time to say to you that on the 20 May last I saw Norman Calkin—he wished me to say to you that they were all well.  I am on my way to Miles Michigan. I shall be at Sandusky City on 16th inst just on my way home.  I am to meet Judge [Bowsen?] at that time.  If you have any word to send back to friends in Iowa I will carry it cheerfully.  If possible I shall get back so as to run up and see you and your father and Brett and Calvin.  Perhaps I shall not be able.
